Chuck Jarman – Charleston County – Phase II NPDES Permit Compliance

This is a new “unfunded mandate” handed down by under the Clean Water Act.  This mandate requires the City of Folly Beach to implement and enforce a storm water management program designed to reduce discharge of pollutants from the city’s separate storm sewer system to protect water quality.  Six minimum measures are required under the Phase II regulations as follows:

1) Public participation/involvement

2) Public education and outreach

3) Illicit discharge detection and elimination

4) Pollution Prevention/good housekeeping

5) Construction site runoff control

6) Post-construction runoff control

Charleston County is handling this new requirements for some of the municipalities.  The County had created a new department to handle this unfunded mandate.  It was estimated that the City would have to hire one additional staff person if we handled it in house.   Mr. Jarman is here to explain the program.
